There is no way, either more inter-
esting or certain, of knowing the moral and
intellectual forces of a nation, other than its
Solk literature; and there is no way, cither
more suitable or beautiful, of giving cultivat-
ed literature an original and distinctive char-
acter, other than nourishing it with folk
literature.
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
